	Week 1

Pre-Assess and Build Background Knowledge
Acquire new vocabulary and apply to reading, writing, listening, and speaking
Collaborative Conversations

· Show pictures of the governor & mayor.  Ask who they are.  Write down responses and discuss.  Explain that these two people run our local government & their responsibilities.
· These people are all part of our GOVERNMENT(A group of CITIZENS that runs a community, state or country).  (A person that lives in and belongs to a community)  Use BAV binders here.
· What does a governor do?  Is being governor an important job? Why?  Have students write down their answers on the K portion of their KWLS chart.  Then have them share and discuss with a partner. Ask for some responses from the class.  Have students add to the W part of their chart.
· E-book: Mayor by Jacqueline Laks Gorman
· Books: Governor by Jacqueline Laks
             The State Governor by Mary Firestone
· .  BrainPopJr. Video: “Local and State Government”   

    PebbleGo Social Studies “Governor” and “Mayor”

      (watch videos, do connected activities on site, printables, etc… as desired)

· Write down what the governor does on the L portion of the KWLS chart and share with their partner again.  They should have similar answers the second time.  Ask for some responses for the class.
· SS Textbook Skill Lesson: Make a Choice by Voting pgs. 62-63 & activity book pg. 17
-Graph data (BrainPopJr. : “tally charts and bar graphs”)
-E-book: Let’s Vote Learning to use Simple Bar Graphs by Roland Graham
· Have students do an in-class vote with a ballot.  Who would they have voted for to run the farm at the beginning of Duck for President?  ????
The candidates are Duck, Farmer Brown, (Teachers name).  After votes are tallied and projected on the board. The final tally is discussed (They can do some math here if you would like.  You can have kids graph results, discuss how many more or less votes one candidate had compared to another one You can also break it down farther to see how girls and boys voted etc. and even have them create their own question to go along with the data to give to another group. They can then answer questions from another group.) If you are selected as the winner of the election and do not know much about running a farm tell them that and ask if we should elect people that don’t know how to do the job.  They should discuss at tables why it is important to elect someone that can do the job, not just because they like the person.
· Graph the results using a bar graph (may want to practice the skill beforehand with SS textbook skill lesson pgs. 184-185 & activity book pg. 45)

After the lists are created the class should generate a master list of ideas and students should have debate over which ones should make the list.  They should have good arguments about why their ideas are valid.
· Summarizing a speech using the youtube link on SEM webpage Summarize the Speech and fill in Main Ideas and Details Organizer together to summarize his speech….then critique  speech using the Oral Presentation Rubric
-Generate list together of what good qualities he has that make him a good governor
· Students then should write at least one paragraph (5 sentences) explaining why they would be a good governor or not and why.  (Use organizer to organize thoughts, then publish in Pages on IPads) ….Eventually do a class tally of how many said yes and no and graph responses using Numbers??
· Students should practice at home giving their “speech” about why they would be a good governor and present the next day.  Use Oral Presentation Rubric.
