Store Project Lesson Plan
1. Read the book Spending Money as a small group then discuss American Money
2. Show the penny, nickel and dime and discuss what value each has.

3. Read a Loud the book Alexander, Who Used to be Rich Last Sunday
4. Have students do the practice page to make sure they understand adding money. They do A,D,N,R,S,Y (If students need more practice on this skill please access Everyday Math CD for more money counting pages to print)(They will also need making change worksheets- Do you have any?)
5. The students pick 5-10 things from their desks.  Each one should be given a price between 1-10 cents.

6. The students need to price their items by filling out the price tag and attaching it to the item.

7. Students also need to make a master list of store items 

8. Students need to select a starting coin amount slip from the jar.

9. Students then need to pair up and visit their partner’s store. 

10. They will then buy some items and pay for it with their “money”

11. The student who has the store has to give correct change.

12. Switch stores and start again.
